The Greek word « 10Tté¢ » (istos) related to « .ot » (istimi) which means
| stand, | exist. This word shows a division of the world, by having different
connotations for each gender. It means the loom, the web, the textile on one
hand, and the mast or the sail of a ship on the other. Female characters in Ho-
meric poems are associated with looms and weaving while male characters
are associated with sails and navigation. This variation of linguistic terminolo-
gy that testifies a gender division is also introducing barriers to each gender’s
space. These parallel definitions, working the loom and sailing the ship are
interwoven within the fabric of History.

Mnemosyne, in Greek mythology according to Hesiod is a Titanide, daugh-
ter of Ouranos (Sky) and Gaia (Earth). She is the goddess of Memory and
remembrance.
